SUPPLIES:

Printed Greek flag template on white paper (see template on page 2)
Scissors

Blue marker or crayon

Tape or glue

Chopstick or straw (10 inches long)

Optional: Chenille stems preferably in blue, white or gold (x2)

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Use a blue marker or crayon to color all sections marked with blue dots.

Cut out the Greek flag with scissors on the dashed lines.

Fold the flag in half.

Place the chopstick or straw at the “fold here” line leaving space on the top of the flagpole.
Then glue the front and back pieces of flag together.

Wrap the chenille stem twice around the top of the flagpole to secure it in place.
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Now continue wrapping the chenille stem all the way to the end of the flagpole (see image above).

Then glue the” To Kougéd Yxoheio” label cut out on the upper-left hand corner of the black background paper.
Use a yellow or gold marker to fill in the moon and star cut outs.

OR you can use star stickers or draw the stars and moon with a yellow or gold marker.

Then glue the moon on the upper -right hand corner of the black background paper.

Glue the stars around the label and moon.

INSTRUCTIONS:

Gather all of the cut out templates in front of you as instructed on page 2 and 3 below.

First glue the white strips on the blue circle to form a cross.

Flip the blue circle on its back and trim any white paper hanging over the circle outline.

Use a gold gel pen or colored pencil to trace the veins on the leaves (x4).

Then use a green colored pencil to color in the leaves (x4).

Glue two leaves on the top center over the white strip of paper on the blue circle (see image above).
Then glue the remaining two leaves on the bottom center over the white strip of paper on the blue circle (see
image above).

Glue the “Zritw n 25n Maptiou 1821" label slightly below the top center leaves (see image above).
9. Use agold gel pen or gold colored pencil to color the sword’s blade.

10. Use a black colored pencil to color the sword’s handle. Set aside.

11. Color the tsarouchi red and the heel black leaving the pom pom white.

12. Take a pencil and wrap a piece of blue tissue square on the eraser tip.

13. Swipe the tissue covered eraser tip on the glue stick.

14. Stick the glue-covered tissue paper in the center of the pom pom.

15. Continue steps 12 and 13 until the entire pom pom circle is filled.

16. Glue the tsarouchi in the middle of the blue circle at an angle.

17. Then glue the sword on the left at an angle with the blade slightly overlapping the tsarouchi (see image above).

18. Now bring the corrugated or light brown cardboard backgroud paper (“background paper”) in front of you.

19. Make a loop with the 8 inch blue ribbon and staple it to the top center back of the background paper.

20. Then fold the 10 inch blue ribbon in half and staple it to the bottom center back of the background paper. Cut
the ends of the blue ribbon in an inverted “V” shape (see image above).

21. And the final step is to glue or tape the completed blue circle on the background paper.

CLASS: Beginners AGE RANGE: 4-12

MATERIALS Grammar and Pronunciation Worksheets

Craft Worksheets (see craft of choice for detailed supplies)
OBJECTIVES

- to learn the song «To ®eyyapak»

- to learn about and discuss the secret school

« to learn how to pronounce vowels correctly

- to learn about verbs in the present tense ending in -w
« to have fun and create a craft of choice

LESSON STEPS

1. SONG INTRODUCTION [10 min]

Play the song on youtube or an mp3 file

(here is a suggestion https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ty7ZENNXx-i4)

You can teach the song with gestures to go along with the lyrics and to make it easier
for the students to remember it.

2.VOCABULARY TASK [20 min]

Teach them the vocabulary of the song.

You can use this quizlet : https://quizlet.com/_9immkx?x=1qqt&i=nv2fs

With quizlet, you can have them play live to make it more fun and memorable.

3. PRONUNCIATION TASK [10 minutes]

You can use this lesson (see Pronunciation worksheet) as an overview of basic pronunciation
of the Greek vowels. In later lessons, you should introduce the pronunciation of problem
consonants such as the unaspirated «t» and «7».

Have them read the song first with good pronunciation and then sing together as a class.

4. GRAMMAR TASK [15min]

Introduce the grammar worksheet. This should take a couple of lessons.

Give them a list of verbs ending in -w and assign them for homework to complete the endings

in all persons. It's good practice to have them memorize the endings like a little song they can repeat
at the beginning of each class.

5. SPEAKING TASK [10 min]

Have students react to the story of the secret school. They can share briefly their thoughts in English.
Then, write on the board short sentences from the song (make them complete sentences so they can
learn how to construct them as well). For example, you can write the following:

To mpwi nyaivw oto oxoAeio.

310 oxoheio Stafalw to BiAio povu.
MINGw pe Toug PiAoug pov.

Maiw pe Toug @iloug pov.

Then have them repeat the phrases aloud. You can assign for homework adding to the list
of what they do each day. You can give them different verns that end in -w like Tpww, BoupTtailw, Tmivw, KA.

6. CRAFT [20 min]

Choose a craft from the selection attached; there is one specific to the Secret School and a few that
have them practice the names of 1821 heroes. That way, they recycle the new vocabulary for better
memory retention.

7. CHARADES [ if time left]

Either write the vocabulary words on index cards yourself or have the Ss do it. They can choose words
from the song or from what you taught in the lesson about the 1821 revolution.

Have them divide in two teams. Each student goes to the board and either draws the word or does
charades for his/her team to guess the word. It’s all in Greek!

No words or numbers allowed on the board! You can give them 30 sec for each turn.

You will repeat the previous two steps with another video and quizlet set; this time you will be introducing
verbs on the same theme of the 1821 revolution.
